** If paid by Credit Card/Debit Card, there will be an additional 4% processing fee added to all 
costs ** 
Debit Card/Credit Card or Cash Deposit for Medications 
Our pharmacy services are provided by IV PLUS, of Alexandria, LA. 

ERC provides the pharmacy with financial and/or insurance information. Your co-pay for Rx’s 

will be taken out of your medical account money. 
 

Supplies you can bring: 
24 pack of colas and cigarettes (enough for 2 weeks) 
plastic tumbler with lid and your name on it 
 
LINENS: 
Bath towels and washcloths labeled with name. 
Bed linens (twin size) - optional

Current Meds for 30 days – NO NARCOTICS! 
** Any Prescription Meds will be evaluated by Medical Director upon admissions. **

Clothing: 
Casual Attire – Bring sufficient clothing for one week. 
A light jacket, rain jacket/coat, umbrella are recommended. 
MEN jeans, casual slacks, golf shirts, sport shirts, etc., (shorts to be knee length)  
WOMEN jeans, casual slacks, skirts, dresses (of appropriate length), Bermuda or walking shorts, 

jogging suits (MUST WEAR BRA AT ALL TIMES) 
 

Individuals may bring the following items but they will be checked for safety prior to use:
